The
women also attended an all-day work-
shop on parenting sponsored by Bethany
Christian Services.  In addition, The
Bridge hosts a weekly Bible study for the

women. All current residents, as well as

all of those who have lived at The Bridge
in the past are invited and encouraged to
attend. Childcare is always provided.

The Bridge has recently begun a tutor pro-
gram for the kids and has facilitated GED
tutoring for the moms, as well.
